Psalm 8

As children, many of us learned the prayer, “God is great, God is good. 
Let us thank him for our food.” We sing hymns about God’s greatness 
such as “How Great Thou Art” and modern songs like Chris Tomlin’s 

“How Great is Our God.” Scriptures declare over and over the greatness 
of God.

“Great is the Lord, and greatly to be praised, and his greatness is 
unsearchable”  (Psalm 145:3, ESV). 

“Yours, Lord, is the greatness and the power and the glory and the 
majesty and the splendor, for everything in heaven and earth is yours” 

(1 Chronicles 29:11, NIV).

But even people of faith can wonder sometimes, “Is God really 
great? What about when trouble comes? What about times when 
circumstances seem overwhelming?"

In moments like that, King David looked up. Here's what we can learn 
from what David wrote in Psalm 8 about the greatness of God.
