It will be an invitation: 1) to know that God sees you as one
valuable enough to merit the story of salvation; and 2) that we need to have the same eyes as Jesus
that see people through the lenses of redemption rather than judgment. The twist of this passage is that
those who considered themselves as insiders with God, find themselves on the wrong side of the
gospel; and the one that was seen as an outsider, is welcomed as a disciple. This passage and the
